TROUBLESHOOTING

PELLET/BB DOES NOT FIRE:

A WARNING - IF A PELLET OR STEEL BB DOES NOT FIRE AFTER COMPLETING THE OPERATION STEPS, DO NOT
ASSUME THAT THE GUN IS UNLOADED. KEEP THE GUN POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION.

MAKE THE FOLLOWING CHECKS IF PELLET/STEEL BB DOES NOT FIRE:
1. Was the Safety deactivated (OFF) - RED DOT SHOWING, when the trigger was pulled? If Not, repeat the operation
Steps.

2. Did the magazine contain .177 caliber pellets/steel BB? If not, activate Safety - NO RED DOT SHOWING, fill the maga-
zine with appropriate ammunition and repeat the operation Steps.

. Was a CO. cylinder installed? If not, activate Safety - NO RED DOT SHOWING, and insert a new CO. cylinder by way
repeating all operation Steps.Refer to the section on CO, characteristics.

4. If the pistol still does not fire, refer to the warning below.
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A WARNING - IF THE PISTOL STILL FAILS TO SHOOT A PELLET/BB AFTER CHECKING THE FOUR ITEMS ABOVE,
THERE MAY BE A MALFUNCTION IN THE PISTOL. THIS COULD REPRESENT A DANGEROUS CONDITION. THERE
COULD BE PELLETS/BBS LODGED IN THE PISTOL EVEN THOUGH A PELLET/BB DID NOT SHOOT OUT. ALWAYS
TREAT THE GUN AS IF IT WERE LOADED. AT NO TIME SHOULD ONE LOOK DOWN THE BARREL OF THE GUN.
ACTIVATE SAFETY - NO RED DOT SHOWING. REMOVE THE CO, CYLINDER AND SEND THE PISTOL DIRECTLY TO
SIG SAUER MANUFACTURING SERVICES DEPARTMENT (REFER TO SECTION ON REPAIRS).

SAFE USE AND HANDLING OF CO, CYLINDERS

It is possible that certain conditions may affect a CO, cylinder, which can impact its proper performance. These
conditions include the usage, maintenance and storage at temperatures that are higher or lower than (59°F/15°C to
69.8°F/21°C). Rapid firing of the CO; airgun can affect the performance of the CO, cylinder as well.

1. High temperatures can increase pressure in the CO. cylinder and also within the gun, leading to higher than stan-
dard operating pressure. This excess pressure could cause the gun to malfunction or be permanently damaged.
Maximum storage or operation temperature should never exceed 122°F (50°C). This temperature can be reached
if you leave the gun under direct sunlight on a bright day. Thus, to ensure proper gun operation, do not expose it
or CO, cylinders to high temperatures or direct sunlight for long periods of time. Otherwise, the CO, cylinder could
overheat and explode, which may could damage the airgun and cause injuries or death to people around it.

. Fast consecutive shooting may produce a decrease of temperature in the gun, as well as the CO; cylinder. This
could result in lower projectile velocities and may even lower gas pressure enough so that the pistol will not fire.
This condition can be especially apparent when shooting in cold weather and can be avoided by allowing more time
between shots. This permits the gas to increase in temperature and pressure and produce normal velocities.

. During rapid fire, the muzzle velocity of each shot will diminish. This can affect shooting accuracy and you will get
fewer shots per CO, cylinder.

4. Care should be exercised to insure that the gun is not shot with a CO, cylinder that is low in pressure. Here are some

indicators of insufficient pressure:

A) The sound of the shot is not as loud as when the cylinder is full.

B) Reduced pellet/BB velocity, which may be signaled by the pellet/BB hitting the target, but in a lower position than
it would with a full CO, cylinder (That is the shooting speed has dropped).
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STORAGE

* Before storing the CO, airgun, make sure the safety is "ACTIVATED", the magazine is unloaded, and the CO; is removed.

* CO, airguns should be stored in such a manner as to protect against unauthorized use by children and others.

* These products are designed to look, handle and function like firearms. These products should be stored in such a manner to
protect against theft and subsequent misuse.
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REPAIRS & RETURNS

A CO, air gun that is not functioning well can be dangerous. Do not attempt to repair the gun yourself, since this may
cause abnormalities in its functioning. Use the appropriate caliber cleaning rod (.177/4.5mm, .22/5.5mm) if a pellet/BB
has become blocked in the barrel. Take no further action if it can not be removed. Call SIG SAUER® Customer Service at
(603) 610-3000. In the event you need to return your CO, airgun to the SIG SAUER Service Department, here’s what to do:
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. First contact Customer Service at (603) 610-3000 for a Return Merchandise Authorization (RMA) number, which will
allow SIG SAUER to track the status of your return from its receipt at SIG SAUER through its return to you. Please do
not send your CO; airgun until you obtain an RMA number.

. Make sure that the magazine(s) are unloaded and that no pellet/BB is included with your returned CO, airgun.

Make sure the CO, cylinder is removed from the CO, airgun.

Package the CO; airgun securely to prevent damage. Enclose a letter that includes your name, street address,

daytime phone number, model and serial number, and a detailed description of the problem you have experienced

or the work you want performed. With the exception of extra magazines, do not include any other accessories such
as scopes or mounts, or CO, cylinder.

SIG SAUER is not responsible for any CO airgun until it is received, nor for damage incurred during shipment.

the hammer has been cocked - simply push the safety lever to the “SAFE” position (A)
from the “FIRE" position (B) and the hammer will return to an un-cocked position.

STEP 2. INSERT 12 GRAM CO; CYLINDER

When you are certain the target, back stop and surrounding area is safe, deactivate
Safety by pushing up on the lever so that RED DOT IS SHOWING (fig. C) and cock the
hammer back. Pulling the trigger now will fire the gun.

UNLOADING THE AMMUNITION:

Keep the CO; airgun pointed in a SAFE DIRECTION. Remove the magazine. Fire at a SAFE target. Repeat until you are
sure the CO, airgun no longer fires ammunition. You may also unload your CO, airgun by following the directions listed
under “Removing Jammed Ammunition”.

REMOVING JAMMED AMMUNITION:

Keep the CO; airgun pointed in a safe direction. Remove the magazine. Remove the CO; cylinder. Insert a .177 caliber
ramrod into the muzzle end and carefully push the jammed ammunition into the breech area and remove. If you are
not able to unjam your CO, airgun, take no further action. Call SIG SAUER Customer Service at (603) 610-3000. NOTE:
The barrel could be damaged and the warranty will be void if the proper sized ramrod or ammunition is NOT used.

3. If any pellets remain in the rotary magazine, use .177 cal cleaning rod or similar diameter tool to push pellets out of
the magazine.

A CAUTION - DO NOT ASSUME THE GUN IS EMPTY OF PELLETS/BBS ONCE THE PELLETS ARE REMOVED
FROM MAGAZINE. VERIFY THAT ALL PELLETS ARE REMOVED. ALWAYS TREAT THE GUN AS IF IT WERE LOADED
AND READY TO FIRE.
