Always move the safety to
its intended position and visually check it. The safety is not ON unless it is completely ON.

Abusive Handling

All SIG SAUER firearms incorporate effective mechanical safeties. However, like any mechanical device,
exposure to abusive conditions may have a negative effect on these safety mechanisms and cause them to fail
to work as designed. Do not subject your SIG SAUER firearm to any type of abusive handling. This includes the
firearm being dropped, impact to the firearm, or the firearm being struck by another object. Make sure you
always maintain control of your firearm at all times. If your firearm does suffer an abusive event, as previously
described, do not attempt to use the firearm. Keep the firearm pointed in a safe direction, unload and clear
the firearm immediately, and have it inspected by a certified SIG SAUER Armorer or gunsmith prior to using the
firearm.

Abusive Handling-Continued

As previously noted, if your SIG SAUER firearm does in fact suffer an abusive event, unload it immediately and
have it inspected by a certified SIG SAUER Armorer or gunsmith prior to using the firearm.

If your firearm suffers an abusive event during a life threatening / self-defense situation, you must apply
immediate action by;

1. Pulling the slide completely rearward to eject the chambered cartridge.
@ 2. Release the slide to chamber a new cartridge and re-energize the striker. (Do not ride the slide forward) @
3. The firearm is now returned to proper operational condition assuming no parts have been damaged.

Intentional or repetitive abusive handling of any SIG SAUER firearm will void the manufacturer’s warranty and
could render the firearm unsafe.

Basic Rules Of Safe Firearms Handling
1. ALWAYS treat every firearm as if it were loaded.

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2.0 Operational Characteristics and Weapon Theory
2.1 Weapon Description - M18
2.1.1. General

The SIG SAUER M18 pistol is a modern handgun incorporating the latest technical advances in weapon design
for military and law enforcement. The M18 is a mechanically locked, short recoil operated pistol with semi-
automatic reloading. Firing takes place with each pull of the trigger until the magazine is empty. The slide remains
open after the last round has been fired from the magazine.

@ 2.1.2 Features

The automatic striker assembly lock and manual safety ensures safe carrying of the weapon.

Distinctive high-contrast sights, in conjunction with the ergonomically correct grip, ensure rapid target
acquisition and engagement, even under poor lighting conditions.

Interchangeable grip modules of different sizes allow for optimal adaptation of the weapon to the individual
user.

A loaded chamber indicator provides a physical and visual method of identifying that there is a round in the
chamber.

A MIL-STD 1913 rail is integrated into the grip module, facilitating the easy attachment of industry standard tacti-
cal accessories.

The closed design of the pistol helps keep dirt and other debris from entering the pistol, ensuring proper
function in adverse environmental conditions.

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3.0 Ammunition

1. Use only high-quality, original, factory-manufactured ammunition. Do not use cartridges that are dirty,
wet, corroded, bent, or damaged. Do not oil cartridges. Do not spray aerosol-type lubricants, preservatives,
or cleaners directly onto cartridges or where excess spray may flow into contact with cartridges. Lubricant
or other foreign matter on cartridges can cause potentially dangerous ammunition malfunctions. Only use
ammunition of the caliber for which your firearm is chambered. The proper caliber is permanently engraved
on your firearm; never attempt to use ammunition of any other caliber.

2. The use of reloaded, “remanufactured” hand-loaded, or other non-standard ammunition voids all
warranties. Reloading is a science and improperly loaded ammunition can be extremely dangerous. Severe
damage to the firearm and serious injury to the shooter or to others may result. Always use ammunition
@ that complies with the industry performance standards established by the Sporting Arms and Ammunition
Manufacturers’ Institute, Inc. (SAAMI) or ammunition manufactured to military specifications.

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3. Firearms may be severely damaged and serious injury to the shooter or to others may result from any
condition causing excessive pressure inside the chamber or barrel during firing. Excessive pressure can

be caused by obstructions in the barrel, propellant powder overloads, the use of incorrect cartridges, or
defectively assembled cartridges. In addition, the use of a dirty, corroded, or damaged cartridge can lead to
a burst cartridge case and consequent damage to the firearm and personal injury from the sudden escape of
high-pressure propellant gas within the firearm’s mechanism.

4. Immediately stop shooting and check the barrel for a possible obstruction whenever:

You have difficulty in, or feel unusual resistance in, chambering a cartridge

. A cartridge misfires (does not go off)

3 The mechanism fails to extract a fired cartridge case

° Unburned grains of propellant powder are discovered spilled in the mechanism

. A shot sounds weak or abnormal. In such cases it is possible that a bullet is lodged partway down the @
barrel. Firing a subsequent bullet into the obstructed barrel can wreck the firearm and cause serious
injury to the shooter or to bystanders

5. Bullets can become lodged in the barrel:

. If the cartridge has been improperly loaded without propellant powder, or if the powder fails to ignite
(ignition of the cartridge primer alone will push the bullet out of the cartridge case, but usually does not
generate sufficient energy to expel the bullet completely from the barrel).

If the bullet is not properly seated in the cartridge case. When such a cartridge is extracted from the chamber
without being fired, the bullet may be left behind in the bore at the point where the rifling begins. Subsequent
chambering of another cartridge may push the first bullet further into the bore.

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6. If there is any reason to suspect that a bullet is obstructing the barrel, immediately unload the firearm and
look through the bore. It is not sufficient to merely look in the chamber.

A bullet may be lodged some distance down the barrel where it cannot easily be seen.

IF ABULLET IS IN THE BORE, DO NOT ATTEMPT TO SHOOT IT OUT BY USING ANOTHER CARTRIDGE OR BY

@ If the bullet can be removed with a cleaning rod, clean any unburned powder grains from the bore, chamber,
and mechanism before resuming shooting. If the bullet cannot be dislodged by tapping it with a cleaning rod,
send the firearm to SIG SAUER.

7. Dirt, corrosion, or other foreign matter on a cartridge can impede complete chambering and may cause the
cartridge case to burst upon firing. The same is true of cartridges that are damaged or deformed.

8. Do not oil cartridges, and be sure to wipe the chamber clean of any oil or preservative before commencing
to shoot. Oil interferes with the friction between cartridge case and chamber wall that is necessary for safe
functioning, and subjects the firearm to stress similar to that imposed by excessive pressure.

9. Use lubricants sparingly on the moving parts of your firearm. Avoid excessive spraying of any aerosol
gun care product, especially where it may get on ammunition. All lubricants and aerosol spray lubricants, in
particular, can penetrate cartridge primers and cause misfires. Some highly penetrative lubricants can also
migrate inside cartridge cases and cause deterioration of the propellant powder; on firing, the powder may
not ignite. If only the primer ignites, there is danger that the bullet may become lodged in the barrel.

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4.0 Operation
4.1 Preparation Instructions

Prior to firing the pistol for the first time, we strongly suggest you perform an initial cleaning and lubrication of
the pistol once it is unpacked. Any fouling present will have been from final range firing at the factory prior to

shipping. Please refer to Section 9.3 for instructions pertaining to cleaning the pistol. If you have the pistol and
ammunition, and have read and understood all of the safety instructions, you are now ready to use the pistol.

ALWAYS MAKE SURE THE MUZZLE IS POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION! NEVER ATTEMPT TO LOAD OR
UNLOAD ANY FIREARM INSIDE A VEHICLE, BUILDING, OR OTHER CONFINED SPACE (EXCEPT A PROPERLY
CONSTRUCTED SHOOTING RANGE). ENCLOSED AREAS OFFER NO COMPLETELY SAFE DIRECTION TO POINT
THE FIREARM; IF THE PISTOL IS UNINTENTIONALLY DISCHARGED, THERE IS GREAT RISK OF BODILY INJURY

4.2 Manual Safety.

The SIG M18 comes equipped with an ambidextrous manual safety. The manual safety mechanically blocks the
movement of the trigger bar so the trigger cannot be pressed to the rear.

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8.0 Operation In Adverse Environmental Conditions

Adverse environmental conditions are described as any climatic condition requiring special maintenance of the SIG M18 pistol. This
maintenance can and may require the use of special lubricants and procedures.

Clean the pistol in accordance with cleaning instructions in section 8.3 before and after operating in adverse environments.
Regardless of environmental conditions DO NOT lubricate the striker assembly.

8.1 Extreme Cold Climate (Arctic)

a. When operating in sub-freezing temperatures lubricate functional parts with LAW (MIL-L-14107). Do not use CLP as it can prevent the

pistol from firing.

b. Clean the pistol indoors at room temperature when possible. @
c. When bringing the pistol indoors from an extremely cold climate, allow it to warm to room temperature before conducting any

cleaning and lubrication. Ensure all moisture is removed from the pistol prior to cleaning.

d. To prevent freezing, keep the pistol covered when moving from a warm to cold environment to allow gradual cooling.

e. Do not set a hot pistol down in snow or ice. Keep snow from entering the bore of the barrel. Clean any snow form the bore with a

patch and a cleaning rod.

f. Keep ammunition dry as moisture will cause stoppages. Do not lubricate ammunition.

8.2 Hot, Dry Climate (Desert)

a. Dust and sand will cause stoppages and excessive wear on component contact surfaces during firing. Keep the pistol covered when
possible.

b. Apply light lubrication to internal moving contact surfaces with CLP/LSA only.

c. Do not lubricate external surfaces as this will cause adhesion of sand and dust.

d. Periodically unload and clean the magazine and ammunition. Do not lubricate the magazine or ammunition.

8.3 Heavy Rain Climate/Fording Operations (Jungle/Tropical)

a. Always attempt to keep the pistol dry.

b. Always drain any water from the barrel prior to firing.

c. Increase the frequency of inspection and cleaning to prevent rust and corrosion.

d. Generously apply CLP/LSA to all metal parts and external metal finish.

e. Periodically remove the slide assembly and inspect internal parts for rust and corrosion.
f. Increase the frequency of magazine inspection, cleaning, and lubrication.

8.4 Salt/Corrosive Climate

If the M18 has been fully submerged in salt water, completely flush the entire pistol with clean fresh water prior to clean and lube as
@ described.

a. Increase frequency of maintenance.

b. Inspect hidden surfaces for corrosion. If found, clean and lubricate.

c. To help prevent corrosion, remove hand prints with a cloth. Dry the pistol and lubricate with CLP/LSA (Items 3 and 4 in App A.)

d. Check ammunition and magazines frequently for corrosion. Clean the magazine using CLP/LSA and wipe dry. If necessary clean

ammunition with a dry cloth.

e. Generously lube internal and external surfaces of the pistol with CLP/LSA. DO NOT lubricate the striker.

A soft brush and CLP can be used to clean excessive dirt and carbon
buildup. Ensure the extractor, rail slots and breech face are free of dirt and residue.

3. Apply a light coat of CLP/LSA to the frame rail slots of the slide.

4. Lightly oil all external parts.

1. Soak a patch with CLP and push it through the bore from the chamber end and out past the muzzle.
2. Allow the CLP to soak for a while to loosen residue and soften carbon deposits.

Recoil Spring And Guide Assembly

The SIG M18 recoil spring and guide assembly is not to be disassembled. It is serviced as a single unit.
1. Clean the recoil spring guide assembly with CLP and a soft brush.

2. After cleaning, apply a light coat of CLP/LSA.

Frame/Grip Module Assembly

1. Wipe the frame and grip module assembly with a soft cloth.

2. Use cotton swabs to clean hard to reach areas. Pay special attention to the frame rails, takedown lever and slide
catch lever.

3. Lubricate the frame rails with a light coat of CLP/LSA.

4. Apply CLP/LSA to accessible functioning parts.

5. Clean the magazine well of any dirt, dust or residue with a soft cloth.

Magazine

1. Wipe the magazine tube and follower with a cloth. Clean the magazine tube and follower with a soft brush
and CLP.

2. Use a cloth to clean the magazine spring, floorplate, and base plate.
